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PHRASE STATES 

 

 

When browsing your own website, you can activate Skimlinks Editor to see what phrases have SkimWords potential. The Editor will highlight the 

phrases for you and you can then choose whether you want to activate one, all, or none of them.  

 

Below are the different notifications you will see on the Editor: 

 

» The phrase is ON and WILL link to a destination optimized by Skimlinks  

   

 

» The phrase is OFF and will NOT be linked within your content. 

   

 

» The phrase is ON and appears 3 times within your content. 

   

 

CHECKING WHERE A PHRASE LINKS TO 

 

To see where a phrase links to, just follow the steps below: 

 

»  Navigate to a page on your site where SkimWords phrases appear. 

»  Open the tool to see a list of SkimWords phrases that have been found. 

»  Click on the phrase you want to check -- the phrase destination is shown in the Phrase Overlay. 
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CHANGING WHERE A PHRASE LINKS TO 

  

SkimWords automatically links phrases to particular destination URLs, however you can easily change that. 

 

»  Click on the phrase you want to change -- the current phrase destination is shown in the Phrase Overlay. 

 

» Click on a different product if you want the phrase to link to it. 

 

» Alternatively, enter you own URL. The tool will tell you if that link can be monetized. 
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DEACTIVATING A PHRASE 

 

You may on occasion wish to deactivate a phrase. This is easily done: 

 

 

 

» Navigate to the page on your site with the phrase you wish to remove. 

 

» You have 3 options to remove the phrase: 

 

  

1. Within the tool: 

 

● find the phrase you want to deactivate in the list the tool gives you: 

 

 

● click on the ‘tick’ to turn off the phrase, so it looks like this: 

 

 

 

 2. Within the content: 

 

● Find the phrase you want to deactivate on the page 

 

 

● click on the ‘tick’ to turn off the phrase, so it looks like this: 

 

 

 

 3. In the Product Overlay: 

 

● Open the Product Overlay by clicking on the phrase  
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● Click ‘Deactivate’ in the right hand corner

TURNING OFF ONE INSTANCE OF A PHRASE THAT APPEARS MULTIPLE TIMES 

 

You may not always wish to entirely deactivate a phrase, but rather do so in one specific paragraph on the page. 

 

 

 

» Click on the phrase to open the Phrase Overlay. 

 

» Click ‘next’ to scroll to the instance of the phrase you want to remove;  

 the page will scroll to the phrase. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

» Click ‘Deactivate’ in the right hand corner of the Product Overlay. 
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REACTIVATING A PHRASE 

 

 

 

 

Accidentally deactivated the wrong phrase? 

 

» To turn a deactivated phrase back on, click on the blue ‘plus’, so it looks like this again: 
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ADDING A NEW PHRASE 

 

You can use Skimlinks Editor to hyperlink phrases not highlighted by SkimWords. 

 

» Open the Editor tool. 

 

» Click on ‘Add new phrase’.  

 

» Type in the phrase you would like to add. 

 

» Enter the URL you want the phrase to link to; the tool will tell you if it can be monetized. 
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CHANGING THE LENGTH OF A PHRASE 

 

 

You can also edit the size of a phrase. For example, if SkimWords has highlighted “Samsung Galaxy S4” but you only want to hyperlink 

“Samsung”, you can easily do so as follows: 

 

 

 

» Click on the phrase you want to edit. 

 

 

 

 

» Using your mouse, highlight the phrase you want to change it to.
